Sunday Morning Bible Study

On June 7, we began a new video Bible study.  The series is called, “That the World Might Know.”  We are watching the volume called, “In the Dust of the Rabbi.”  Here is a little bit about it. “During his ministry in Israel, Jesus called and trained disciples, His ‘talmidim.’ Their job would eventually be to bring His message of redemption to all the nations, Jew and Gentile. What would happen when they began to make disciples of their own and the gospel began to spread to a Greek and Roman world, to cultures completely unfamiliar with the God of the Jews? Follow the rabbi through Israel and Turkey as you explore what it meant to be the message of Jesus to all nations.

“Trust and obey,” says the old hymn. Christ calls and we must obey, for we are in his service. This call is a call to deep disappointment, rejection, and death—but also great satisfaction, adoption, and life.
