Sunday Morning Bible Study

We begin a new video in our Bible study.  The series is called, “That the World Might Know.”  We began to watch the volume called, “Walk Like Jesus Walked.”  Here is a little bit about it. “Becoming a disciple of Jesus demands more than merely a deep commitment to the text and complete devotion to Christian community. The Messiah is king, and believers are called to pick up their crosses in daily pursuit after becoming like Him. Thoughts on our Readings  (-- From the Sola Publishing Website)
God’s love and devotion for his people are seen clearly in the scripture lessons for this Sunday: invitations to banquets, covenant promises, a passionate reminder that it is God who calls and adopts. Jesus provides a meal made from meager provisions that overflows into abundance, pointing to God’s incredible care for the hungry. As we gather at the Lord’s Table, we get to eat, drink, and be renewed again.
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
