John 3:6 – “That which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.” In Holy Baptism, we receive a new birth: spirit from Spirit. With that rebirth we receive new desires, new lives, and new purposes. To the (fleshly) world, Christian generosity makes no sense. The total minus a percentage is less than the original total. But Spirit-reborn Christians know that God’s math works differently – as we might expect from the Trinity! A blessing received from God becomes more of a blessing when it is used in generosity to bless others.

As We Gather:
From Advent through Pentecost we have told the whole story of our salvation in the birth, life, death, resurrection, and ascension of the Lord Jesus and the sending of His holy and life-giving Spirit. Today, as in the Small Catechism (question 94), we begin to answer the question, "What does this mean?" as the long, green season of Sundays after Pentecost proclaims the whole body of doctrine or teaching of the Scriptures. That proclamation begins and ends with God. "Who is the only true God?"  "The only true God is the triune God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, three distinct persons in one divine being (the Holy Trinity)." More than a mere subject in the catechism or a mystery described in the Athanasian Creed, God has revealed Himself because He loves His whole creation. True "understanding" therefore begins and ends with a relationship of "love." Receiving the love of God we are changed and enabled with love for God and neighbor.  (--Creative Worship)
